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Concerned Citizens with Mops, Brooms and signs will assemble outside a fundraiser hosted by Legislative Ethics Commission Commissioner John Nigro for the Joe Bruno Legal Defense Fund, calling for an End to Political Corruption, and to get Money OUT of Politics. 

“Joe Bruno is proof that we need Ethics Reform” said Doug Bullock, Albany County Legislator and First Vice President of the Albany Central Federation of Labor. “Bruno was using his government office, staff, and lawyers - all for personal profit. His felony conviction of this theft cries out for legislative reform”.

 “Joe Bruno may be the Poster Child for Corruption, but it’s not enough to convict Bruno. The contributors to Bruno’s defense fund obviously are trying to buy influence with the political machine.”  said Anton Konev, Albany City Councilmember. “We need to Clean Up the systemic Corruption of Big Money influence that kept Joe Bruno in power for years, and is Corrupting the entire Political System”.

“The politicians talk about reform, but the special interest money keeps flowing through the halls of the Capitol” said Chris Scoville, Capital District Organizer with Citizen Action of NY. “Public financing of elections would allow candidates to run competitive campaigns without taking money from special interests. This is the reform that makes all other reforms possible. If Maine, Arizona & Connecticut can have public financing of elections, why can’t New York?”

"Grandpa Al Lewis used to make it easy for people by spelling out what a campaign contribution all too often really is - a bribe. We have the worst government that money can buy. The corruption with Bailed Out Banks, Insurance Companies killing reform, the huge corporate welfare payments doled out by Senator Bruno; all that has been fueled by contributions. Wall Street knows that these contributions are still the investments with an obscene rate of return. It is very sad that even after he was convicted of a felony for political corruption by a jury, some donors still want to pay tribute to him for all the tax dollars he shook loose to help his friends and re-election efforts," stated Mark Dunlea of the Hunger Action Network.
